A BILL FOR AN ACT

To criminalize the intentional or reckless transmission of the Human Immunodeficiency
virus (HIV).

BE ENACTED BY THE KOSRAE STATE LEGISLATURE
Section 1. Purpose. The purpose of this legislation is to make it a criminal offense
to intentionally or recklessly cause a person to contract the Human Immunodeficiency
Virus (HIV),
Section 2. Amendment. To amend Title 13, Chapter 3 by adding Section 13.315 as
follows:
Section 13.315. Criminal transmission of human immunodeficiency virus.

1. A person commits criminal transmission of the human immunodeficiency virus if
the person, knowing that the person’s human immunodeficiency virus status is
positive, does any of the following:

a. Engages in intimate contact with another person;

b. Transfers, donates. or provides the person’s blood, tissue, semen, organs, or
other potentially infectious bodily fluids for transfusion, transplantation,
insemination, or other administration to another person;
or

c. Dispenses, delivers, exchanges, sells, or in any other way transfers to another
person any nonsterile intravenous or intramuscular drug paraphemalia
previously used by the person infected with the human immunodeficiency
virus.

2. For the purposes of this section:

a. “Human immunodeficiency virus” means the human immunodeficiency
virus identified as the causative agent of acquired immune deficiency

syndrome.
